You can bring 
your American flags (only) to the John J. Morris VFW Post 62 (9847 W. Desert Cove  
Ave., Peoria AZ) for proper disposal. At the north side of their building, there is a 
storage container just inside the glass entrance doors where you can leave your 
flag for disposal. You may also bring your flag to the Church office, and we will 
deliver it to the Post for you. It’s always a good reminder to examine your flag on 
President’s Day (February), Memorial Day (May), Flag Day (June 14), Independence 
Day (July), Labor Day (September) and Veteran’s Day (November).
